Local Government Rebate Application Instructions

Qualifications:

· This application is for local governments within Stark County to request a rebate for the purchase of qualified energy efficiency retrofits to their city, township or village buildings from the Board of Stark County Commissioners’ EECBG Program.

· Application can be filled out on line at www.co.stark.oh.us, and then printed, or printed out and then filled in by hand.

· The program will permit a rebate of up to ninety percent (90%) of the cost of qualified energy efficiency retrofits to a maximum of $1,000 per political subdivision.

· The program is limited to the cities, townships and incorporated villages of Stark County, outside the City of Canton.

· Buildings over 50 years old, located in a historic district, or eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places, may have special requirements from the Ohio State Historic Preservation Office.  Please contact Rachel Lewis at the RPC, 330-451-7390, before proceeding with any projects that may fall into this category.

· All purchases under this program are subject to “Buy American” requirements.  No funding from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 may be used for a project for the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of a public building or public work unless all the iron, steel, and manufactured goods used are produced in the United States.  See http://www1.eere.energy.gov/recovery/buy_american_provision.html for details or contact Cliff Meidlein at SCRPC at 330-451-7904.
· All waste must be disposed of in accordance with federal, state and local regulations.

· Construction projects under this program are subject to requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act for prevailing wages, if labor is conducted by contract labor.  If labor is conducted by in-house staff, prevailing wage requirements are exempted.  Contact RPC with any questions.

· Only 1 rebate will be issued per political subdivision and rebates will be distributed on a first-come first-served basis.

· Qualified improvements include:

· Purchase and installation of programmable thermostats, insulation, energy-saving windows, or energy efficient heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) units to replace existing, less energy efficient systems

· Caulking and weather stripping around doors and windows

· Replacing incandescent lighting with compact fluorescent lighting (CFL)

Completing the Application and Processing:

· The application must be complete.  All blocks must be filled in with the exception of the mailing address.

· Mailing Address: Only complete if you have another address for mail for your political subdivision.

· Sign the application.

· Once you have completed the application, attach your original receipt for the products you have purchased and installation costs, and mail or deliver to our offices at:

· Once the application is received, staff will ensure the eligibility by checking the completeness of the application and verifying that no previous rebates have been processed for that political subdivision, and by inspection of completed work, if necessary.

· Upon verification of eligibility, RPC staff will process your rebate and mail it out to you with your original receipt.

· Due to the time to verify eligibility and to secure the rebate check, please allow 6 weeks to receive your rebate from the time RPC receives your completed application.
